RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. READ GENERAL RULES: Junior exhibitors are expected to adhere to the General Rules and Regulations, Show Ring Code
of Ethics, and Health and Sanitary Regulations in the front of this book as well as the General Rules governing the Junior
Division.

2. ENTRIES: All Junior Livestock Show entries must be submitted online by FFA Instructor or 4-H County Extension
Educator by August 27, 2010. Signed Entry receipt, legal release form and correct payment must be postmarked by September
3, 2010.

3. SHOW LIMITS: Each exhibitor may only show a total of two head per class.

4. REGISTRATION PAPERS: All entries must be registered and recorded by a recognized breed association in the name of
the exhibitor. Ewes owned jointly are not eligible to show. Registration papers must be checked prior to showing.

5. OWNERSHIP: Registration papers must show the ewes were owned by the exhibitor prior to August 1 of the current year.
The ewes must have been owned, cared for daily and fed by exhibitor prior to August 1, 2010.
6. TEETH: Ewe lambs must have lambs teeth.

7. TAGS: Flock tags, tattoos, and/or registry association tags must be in the ear of the ewe NO EXCEPTIONS.

8. GROOMING: Artificial coloring, paint, or powder will not be permitted for use on ewes during the entire show. If such is
detected by a show official or through a protest, the exhibitor, organized group or individual involved will be disqualified and
barred from exhibiting for one year.

9. SHEARING: All lambs must be slick shorn to the skin. Shearing will be allowed on the fairgrounds for Breeding Sheep ONLY.
10. BRED & OWNED:
a. To be eligible for the bred-and-owned class, the breeder and the owner of the animal must be one and the same.
Registration papers will serve as proof for entering the class.
b. All ewes eligible for the bred-and-owned class will show in their respective age class prior to competing for the bred-and-
owned awards.
c. The highest place bred-and-owned ewes in their respective age class will return to be placed in the bred-and-owned class.
d. All Junior Breeding Ewe exhibitors who are going to show in the bred-and-owned class must indicate their intentions upon
entry.
