RULES & REGULATIONS
1. The Superintendent must finalize the show information by noon the day preceding the show. No changes will be made after
this time.
2. The Oklahoma Hereford Association, pays 20% of the total premium money in the open Horned/Polled Hereford breeding
cattle classes. This money is paid directly to the Tulsa State Fair to be included in exhibitor premium money checks.
3. Exhibitors in Horned/Polled Hereford breeding cattle classes are subject to the American Hereford Association's rules as well
as the rules and regulations of the Tulsa State Fair.
4. All Hereford entries must be duly recorded with the American Hereford Association. Any animal with a pending or “applied for”
registration or without a legible tattoo will not be eligible for show competition. All entries are subject to the Oklahoma Hereford
Association superintendents’ supervision.
5. Cow/Calf does not compete for overall female.
